Description

This project continues where the previous project left off. We drive a 4x20
L CD with the Ultimate OEM Atom module but aso send custom
charactersto the LCD’ s character memory so we can make custom large
characters and numbers. The project here will count using the hexadecimal
number system so it will count and display the numbers0—-9and A - Fin
large character format.
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The custom characters we use to build the large characters are shown in
the close-up picture of the display below. These custom characters are
stored in the LCD memory so we can call them up the same way we
would call up any other ASCII character.
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The number "1" is displayed below using the custom characters. It makes
it very easy to read numbers of this size from across the room.
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Project Setup
The LCD plugs into the same connections as the previous project. A great

advantage to using LCD modulesistheir common connection system
which makes it easy to change from 2x16 to 4x20. The connections for the
2x16 used in the previous project are just carried over to this project.
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
